Task 3: Divide the work for the project 
1. Party Planner: This person is responsible for the explanation of seating arrangements. You must submit a typed explanation of your placement that includes the information below. Each explanation should be at least 1 paragraph in length.
a. Why did you put them in that spot? What were you thinking?

b. What might the person say to the person on his/her left and on his/her right?

2. Biographers (2): These people are responsible for creating a biography pamphlet for all of the dinner party guests which will be distributed at the party. The profiles should each be at least 2 paragraphs in length. Include the following information:

a. Who is this person? When and where did he/she live? What were the major events or themes of the time period in which he/she lived?

b. What are the main beliefs of this person? How do they view the world?

c. Who would they most like to talk to at the dinner party and what would they say?

d. A photograph or illustration of the figure

3. Event Coordinator: This person is responsible for the actions and choices at the actual event. This person must create the following:

a. A menu consisting of three courses – appetizer, dinner, and dessert – which follows the dietary restrictions of all party guests. At least one course must feature ingredients native to South Asia. A one paragraph explanation of the menu should be included.

b. A playlist of 10 songs to be played at the event. Provide the artist information as well. Songs must be appropriate and fit themes of conversation and attendees. Provide a one paragraph explanation of the music selected. You can write an overview of all ten or focus on 1-3 songs in particular.

c. A list of 5 topics of conversation for the partygoers. These topics must fit the theme of the party and attendees’ interests. Provide a one paragraph justification for the topics provided.

d. A list of 5 topics of conversation for the partygoers to avoid. Provide a one paragraph justification for the taboo topics provided.

Presentation Information: 
· Each group will need to create 1 poster board in art class. This poster must include your seating arrangements, images, and basic biographic information. It should visual representation of elements of your project. 

· You will be required to present your poster to the class on Wednesday, December 19th.  Your group must present for 4 minutes. A rubric will be provided. In addition, the class will have 2 minutes to ask questions about your project.

· Since this is a dinner party project, we will have our own party atmosphere. You can bring in food to share with the class to enjoy during the presentations.
